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                              “Destination Culture. Journey into the German Middle Ages”


The New Cultural Travel Guide


Bamberg/Magdeburg/Mannheim (CAB Artis) It is the largest and most important league of towns Germany has seen for many centuries. In the Middle Ages, cities usually united in leagues to keep their trade routes safe or to collectively resist their king. Today, these major German cultural metropolises are allying for other reasons: They intend to collectively evoke the memory of the grand era of the Middle Ages.

 

Hardly any other epoch continues to shape Germany’s image so strongly: Cathedrals erected in the Middle Ages provide such cities as Aachen or Magdeburg their centers, endow identity and distinctiveness. Historic downtown ensembles such as those preserved in Bamberg, Regensburg or Görlitz cast their spell over millions of tourists every year. And, whenever they gather the fascinating original artistic treasures 
of the Middle Ages in one place for a limited time, major history exhibitions such as those invariably organized in Mannheim, Magdeburg or Braunschweig are guaranteed to be genuine major public attractions.

Anyone setting out to trace this bygone high culture today can learn from the medieval emperors and kings. After all, unlike modern politicians, they didn’t have a capital, from whence they ruled their empire or kingdom. Rather, they traveled around, for instance from Braunschweig, Magdeburg and Quedlinburg far to the east to Görlitz – from there over Eisenach deep into the west to Aachen - or south to Bamberg, Nürnberg and Regensburg. Perhaps they did this because they couldn’t decide which of the many beautiful cities they liked best?

 

Ten top travel destinations comprise the modern day league of towns, which was created in early 2008 and in has expanded to span virtually the entire Federal Republic of Germany: Aachen, Bamberg, Braunschweig, Eisenach and the Wartburg, Görlitz, Magdeburg, Mannheim, Nuremberg, Quedlinburg and Regensburg are the partners in a special project. The goal is quite straightforward: Domestic and foreign tourists should embark on a fascinating voyage of discovery through Germany on medieval trails. 

 

The medieval cities are receiving support from Germany’s market leaders in medieval logistics, the culture service provider CAB Artis in Bamberg, Tourismus-Marketing Sachsen-Anhalt GmbH, the Nürnberger Versicherungsgruppe and their marketing partners the Deutsche Zentrale für Tourismus e.V. and the Deutsche Bahn AG. Together with these partners, a free cultural travel guide with high practical value and a veritable invitation to the Middle Ages has been compiled: “Destination Culture: Journey into the German Middle Ages”. 84 pages provide information on the sites on city tours, distinctive features in the region and a special service for personalized arrangements including hotel accommodations. The brochure is published in German and English.

As a special highlight, the travel guide provides the latest facts on the major state exhibitions on the Middle Ages showing in Germany in 2009 and 2010: Saxony-Anhalt’s exhibition on “The Dawning of the Gothic Era” in Magdeburg in 2009, Lower Saxony’s exhibition on “Kaiser Otto IV: The Dream of a Welf Empire” in Braunschweig in 2009 and the major tri-state exhibition “The House of Hohenstaufen and Italy” being organized by the Reiss-Engelhorn-Museen in Mannheim for Baden-Württemberg, Rhineland-Palatinate and Hessen for the Hohenstaufen Year in 2010.

The Deutsche Bahn AG is supporting the exhibition “The Dawning of the Gothic Era”. A special ticket for this exhibition will be bookable over a DB hotline as of March 1, 2009. Under the heading “Mobile with the Train”, the brochure provides cultural traveler an overview of the range of DB services.
